Dear Parents/Guardians, 
 
As the year comes to a close we are already thinking about what school supplies will be 
needed for next year.  This year we are providing the list now so that you may seek out 
better prices over the summer vacation. Typically many of these items are “on sale” in 
August. 
 
We are asking that all students bring the following supplies for 4th grade on the first day 
of school.  Target stores or Office Depot on Masonic Avenue are recommended for 
purchase of spiral notebooks and pocket folders. 
 
      .  2  packages of  white copy paper (20 lb weight paper)  all grades 
      .  1  small stapler and hole punch. 
      .  1  roll of scotch tape (all grades) 
      .  1  roll of masking tape (all grades) 
      .  6  wide ruled one subject spiral notebooks, one in each of the following colors: 
             black, blue, purple, green, red, yellow 
      .  1  package of  wide ruled lined paper (3 hole punch) 
      .  6  pocket folders in solid colors (blue, green, red, yellow, or purple preferred.) 
      .  1  12 pack of  thin number 2 pencils 
      .  1  soft zip up pencil case  (with eraser and pencil sharpener). 
      .  1  back pack for books with two shoulder straps. 
      .  1  small glue stick and child scissors (optional) 
      .  1 pocket sized English dictionary.  
      .   Pocket sized Kleenex packets for daily use (individual need) 
 
Please do not send unrequested materials, (ringed binders, markers, crayon boxes etc.)  
There is not enough space in the desks, and back packs cause problems, when they are 
too heavy.  Do not label items with names.  We will do this in class.    
 
Have  a great summer. Please make sure your student reads for at least 30 minutes every 
day this summer.
